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Bob Alunni’s debut album title, “Thinking of Flight", implies more

than just a state of mind for this precocious musician. Though he is a
newcomer to the indie music scene, he is being welcomed near and far
by musicians and songwriters of every age and genre.

The backing band for “Thinking of Flight” was hand picked by Bob and
features performances from many of his local peers. Several artists are
from the Prairie Queen Records stable. Coleman Smith (And The
Moneynotes), violin / viola; Roy Williams (And The Moneynotes, The
Minor White), electric guitar / acoustic guitar / piano / organ; Bill Orner
(Orner Bros.), drums; Jay Noble (Omer Bros.), lap steel guitar / dobro
/ acoustic slide guitar; lan O'Hara (The Minor White), bass / double
bass; Shane O'Hara (drums). Additional musicians are from regional
favorite, Cabinet. JP Biondo, mandolin / background vocals; Pappy
Biondo, Banjo; Jamie Novak, drums.

Bob, now 24, has been studying music since he was 10. He began
playing classical guitar and studied privately for many years until
graduating high school. He then left traditional performance for a more
personal experience from music, writing and performing his own songs.
Folk songs and structures lured him away from sheet music and
introduced him to the power of verse. Heavy lyrical influences lead him
to take up English, namely creative writing, at Lehigh University. While
studying there, he frequented Godfrey Daniels, a folk/coffee house that
produced folk giant, John Gorka. He learned about verse structures,
pacing, and folk instruments from patrons there and was introduced to
many ballads foreign to him. His perfomances there helped him
establish a superior stage presence and gave him an outlet for testing
new material.

Bob also took private lessons at Lehigh University for the 3 % years he
was there. For two of those years he studied with renowned jazz
musician, Vic Juris, and performed duets at student recitals with him at
the Zoellner Arts Center. Bob's time in Bethlehem and later, Brooklyn,
helped set the pace for his songwriting style. The city often worked as a
muse for him, inspiring most of the songs on Thinking of Flight.

On stage, he evokes a spirit similar to that of Neil Young or Lucinda
Williams —slightly reserved, but bursting underneath with cause. His
songs are as versatile as his influences, varying in style from one to the
next. Some may include a standard guitar strumming. Others however,
involve complicated finger picking and phrasing patterns. Dashed with a
broad range of topics, his lyrics always pull his songs together and
make keen connections to their respective titles.

Currently, he performs for regional singer-songwriter showcases, bars,
venues, and “anywhere there’s an attentive audience willing to listen.”
By day he works as a rep with independent bookstores for one of the
largest publishing houses in the U.S.
